SUBJECT: Evaluation Committee Relative to Request for Qualifications (RFQ) No. 2014-346-YG for 
Professional Architectural and Engineering Services in Specialized Categories on an 
"As-Needed-Basis". 

The purpose of this L TC is to update the Mayor and City Commission on the Request for 
Qualifications (RFQ) No. 2014-346-YG, which seeks to establish an agreement with qualified firms 
to provide professional architectural and engineering services in specialized categories on an as­
needed-basis. In accordance with Section 287.055, Florida Statutes, known as the "Consultants' 
Competitive Negotiation Act," the City may enter into a continuing contract for professional 
architectural and engineering services for projects in which construction costs do not exceed $2 
million or for study activities for which the fee does not exceed $200,000. 

Given that Proposers were allowed to submit qualifications on more than one area of specialization, 
the City has received a total of eighty-four (84) proposals from fifty-one (51) individual companies 
pursuant to this RFQ. Responsive proposals will be reviewed by the Evaluation Committee in 
accordance with the criteria established in the RFQ. Because of the large number of proposals 
received, award recommendations will be submitted to the City Commission in phases by the groups 
identified herein.
